For notifications within the scope of this CONTRACT to be valid, these notifications must be made to the addresses mentioned above by registered mail, confirmed fax, or hand-delivered with a signature.

For any notifications the PARTIES make to each other, the addresses specified above will be used. The PARTIES will inform each other of any address changes within 7 (seven) working days. In cases where address changes are not notified, notifications made to the old address will be deemed valid.

Other Definitions

The definitions used in this CONTRACT are as follows: 

1.1. CONTRACT: The CONTRACT and its appendices, 

1.2. PARTIES: The CONTRACTOR FIRM and IBC, 

1.3. SERVICE: The products/services that the CONTRACTOR undertakes to deliver to IBC within the scope of this CONTRACT, as specified in the attached OFFER and TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS, 

1.4. OFFER: The OFFER prepared by the CONTRACTOR FIRM for IBC on …./…./……. ,
1.5. SPECIFICATIONS: The technical specifications defining the technical features and qualifications of the requested products and services, as well as the contractor's duties and responsibilities,

1.6 SUPPLY and SERVICES: Water Storage Containers Construction and Installation Works
2) Subject and Duration of the Contract 

2.1) This CONTRACT regulates the procurement and payment procedures and principles related to the procurement of Water Storage Containers Construction and Installation Works required for the effective and efficient continuation of the activities carried out by IBC in Gaziantep and Hatay provinces, earthquake-prone areas, resulting from IBC's tender numbered 6100191 - WASH 1.2.2 " Water Storage Containers Construction and Installation Works. Changes to the provisions of the CONTRACT cannot be made without the written consent of the PARTIES. 

2.2) The CONTRACT covers the delivery of the PRODUCTS and SERVICES specified in the attached OFFER and TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS to IBC at the prices determined during the contract period from December 01, 2023, to January 31, 2024. In case of exceeding the specified delivery times after the order, IBC reserves the right to apply penalty measures without conditions.

3) Obligations of the CONTRACTOR

3.1) The CONTRACTOR FIRM undertakes to provide the SUPPLY and SERVICES specified in the attached OFFER in a qualified – decent manner to IBC at each stage, the nature, scope, content (including the supply/services to be delivered by the CONTRACTOR at each stage and the durations of these stages, penalties for failure to comply with the durations, installation, maintenance, and warranty), and within the specified periods.

3.2) The CONTRACTOR FIRM agrees to protect and not disclose any confidential information acquired during the work under this CONTRACT in accordance with the contract provisions signed between the PARTIES on XX/11/2023 date, not to transfer it to third parties, and to exercise all due diligence to prevent its disclosure in any way. 

3.3) The CONTRACTOR accepts, declares, and undertakes to deliver the SUPPLY and SERVICE subject to the CONTRACT in accordance with the technical specifications attached to this CONTRACT in a compliant and complete manner. In case of any deficiencies, it accepts, declares, and undertakes that it is solely responsible, and it will compensate for all damages arising from this reason. 

3.4) The CONTRACTOR will indemnify IBC for any and all damages incurred by IBC and/or third parties due to the violation of this CONTRACT by the CONTRACTOR and/or its employees. 

3.5) In case of defects or damages arising after the delivery of SUPPLY and SERVICES, the CONTRACTOR will report such defects within 1 (one) day. The CONTRACTOR acknowledges, declares, and undertakes that it is responsible for all defects, including those that can be seen by reviewing, except for user errors, and in case of any errors, it will compensate for all damages within 7 (seven) days. 

3.6) In the event of a partial or complete violation of the written provisions and confidentiality commitment, the CONTRACTOR undertakes to compensate IBC separately for the emerging and potential damages, all litigation expenses, and attorney's fees. 

3.7) The CONTRACTOR agrees and undertakes that the obligation to protect confidential information will continue indefinitely without any time limit after the termination of the commercial relationship for any reason. 

3.8) Upon IBC's request or upon the termination or cancellation of the commercial relationship between the parties, all Confidential Information (including all copies, notes, records, and reproductions) will be returned to IBC, and no confidential information or record containing confidential information will remain. It is accepted and committed. 

3.9) The CONTRACTOR accepts, declares, and undertakes to deliver the SUPPLIES and SERVICES covered by this CONTRACT in accordance with the Technical Specification attached to this CONTRACT in a compliant and complete manner. In case of any deficiencies, it accepts, declares, and undertakes that it is solely responsible, and it will compensate for all damages within 7 (seven) days. 

3.10) The unit prices specified in the bid unit price table for the supplies/services in the tender are non-binding estimates and the possible quantities of supplies/services to be purchased depending on the projects started during the year. The quantities of these products/services may increase or decrease, and IBC does not make any commitment in this regard.

Obligations of IBC

3.11) To order the Products and Services on time and specify the correct delivery time and location. 

3.12) IBC accepts and undertakes to make the necessary applications, notifications, and obtain the necessary permissions within its responsibility, in accordance with legal regulations.

4) Payment Terms 

4.1)  Agreed unit prices by the PARTIES are in Turkish Lira and are included in the attached bid form. Accordingly, the CONTRACTOR FIRM will invoice. An agreement has been reached between the CONTRACTOR FIRM and IBC in this regard. 

4.2)  Payments will be made to the CONTRACTOR's FIRM’S bank account in cash in TL within 7 (seven) days following the delivery or after the delivery of the products/services, based on checks to be made regarding the technical compliance and completeness of the PRODUCTS and SERVICES. 

4.3)  IBC has the right to access and inspect the CONTRACTOR's FIRM’s records related to products and services at any time. The CONTRACTOR FIRM will facilitate this.

5) Assignment and Termination of the Contract 

The CONTRACTOR FIRM cannot assign or transfer its rights and obligations arising from this CONTRACT to third parties without the written consent of the other party. In the event that it is determined that one of the PARTIES violates the CONTRACT and this situation cannot be resolved; the aggrieved party will first notify the party in writing through a notary. If the issue that caused the violation is not corrected or the necessary measures are not taken within 7 (seven) days after the warning.

6) Penalties and Compensation Formun Üstü
6.1) Each party shall be responsible for faulty behaviors attributed to their personnel with administrative or supervisory authority, and the consequences thereof. The PARTIES shall indemnify, defend, and ensure each other against any claims from third parties, including their own personnel, for situations such as "personal injury, death, or loss or damage to property," arising from their personnel's actions. In the event that such situations arise due to the joint negligence or fault of the PARTIES, the liability for compensation will be proportional to their respective shares in joint negligence or fault. The term "negligence" in this Agreement includes both active and passive negligence.

6.2) In case of non-delivery of SUPPLIES and SERVICES within the specified timeframes, if it exceeds the stipulated periods, IBC may apply a penalty of 0.5% of the order amount for each day exceeding the delivery deadline, deducting it from the invoice amount.

6.3 IBC shall not be liable to the FIRM for damages arising from loss of profits, consequential damages, or indirect damages under this AGREEMENT.

7) Force Majeure 

The PARTIES, in the presence of events such as war, fire, earthquake, flood, riots, sabotage, embargoes, and similar situations, have the right to suspend their obligations under the AGREEMENT for the duration of the existence of such circumstances, with the condition of being affected by these circumstances within the framework of good faith principles and only related to the affected matters. If the force majeure lasts for more than [30 days], the PARTIES may mutually terminate the AGREEMENT by agreement. In the absence of agreement, the AGREEMENT will terminate in its normal course and on time. In case of termination of the AGREEMENT, IBC will not pay fees for the period in which services are not provided. If a fee has been pre-paid for the relevant period, it will be refunded to IBC within 7 (seven) business days.

8) Resolution of Disputes 

The PARTIES must resolve disputes among themselves. However, in cases where this is not possible, Istanbul Anatolian Courts and Enforcement Offices will have jurisdiction to resolve any dispute.
