it has been agreed as follows:

1.
Agreement to supply
1.1  The supplier shall sell and deliver the relief materials as specified in Annex A.
1.2  The purchaser shall buy the NFI and hygiene kits to the prices set in Annex B.
2. 
Duration

2.1 This contract shall enter into force with the signatures of the duly representatives of both parties. 

2.2 This contract shall terminate automatically without further notice with the final instalment – invoice being paid to the supplier.
3. 
Quality standards

3.1 All relief supplies, kits, sets, commodities to be supplied under this contract must be conform to the descriptions and specifications contained in Annex A.

3.2 To supervise the deliveries and the loading procedures, purchaser’s personnel will be present at the supplier’s premises, field at all times during the respective processes. 

3.3 Technical specs and texture control will be performed by purchaser’s personnel during the delivery processes and prior to the written acknowledgement of the due receipt of the relief supplies, kits, commodities at the designated places of delivery. 

3.4 The compliance of the relief items, supplies, sets, commodities, with the standards of quality and technical specifications defined in Annex A will be examined periodically by the staff who will be assigned by the purchaser. 

4.
Order process and delivery of food parcels
4.1 The total quantity of ordered relief items, sets, kits, commodities will be delivered in partial quantities (lots) over a period 2023, December and 2024, January.  
4.2 The total quantity of ordered relief items, sets, kits, commodities will be delivered to the addresses will be specified by the IBC.  
4.3 A week prior to the delivery, the supplier will be notified by the purchaser on the delivery date, the exact delivery addresses and the quantities to be delivered.  
4.4 The risk shall be transferred from the supplier to the purchaser when the relief items, sets, kits, commodities are unloaded at the designated addresses and the due receipt of the relief items, sets, kits, commodities as well as the compliance of the delivered kits, commodities with the specified quality standards and technical specifications are confirmed by the purchaser on the delivery documents in writing.

4.5 For delivery documentation, the supplier shall provide the following documents to the purchaser upon the delivery of the relief items, sets, kits, commodities:

· Invoice

5.
Payment

5.1 The contract value is fixed at xxxx Turkish Lira (TL).   
5.2 The breakdown of the contract value is specified in Annex B.
5.3 Payments will be in accordance with the delivery of partial quantities (lots) in Turkish Lira to the Bank account of the supplier.  
5.4 The purchaser shall subtract any pending contractual penalties from the respective amount due.
6.
Contract penalties, rejection of commodities and termination of contract
6.1 relief supplies, kits, sets, commodities not fully meeting these requirements will be rejected by the purchaser and are subject to replacement by the supplier. 

6.2 In case of failure, the supplier shall pay back to amount for the respective items / the purchaser shall not pay for the items. All transportation charges incurring for the return of the commodities will be the responsibility of the supplier.

6.3 In case the 5% ceiling is exceeded, the purchaser reserves the right to terminate the contract. 

7.
Contract conditions
7.1 Force Majeure

While each party shall make every effort to carry out its obligations under the terms of this agreement, neither party shall be held liable for any delay in performing or failure to perform any of its obligations under this agreement if such delay or failure is caused by force majeure, such as civil disorder, military action, natural disaster and other circumstances which are beyond the control of the party in question. In such event, the party will give immediate notice in writing to the other party of the existence of such cause or event and of the likelihood of delay.

7.2 Severability clause

If any provision or provisions of this contract shall be held to be invalid, illegal, unenforceable or in conflict with the law of any jurisdiction, the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be affected or impaired thereby.
7.3 Right to inspection

The purchaser and the financial donor of the project PA 6100191 Project, IBC and Action Medeor and any person authorized by these entities, reserve the right to access the records and financial documentation of all implementing partners in order to verify reported costs and conformity with donor procedures and requirements.
7.4 Governing law and jurisdiction
This contract (and any dispute, controversy and proceedings or claim of whatever nature arising out of) shall be governed by and construed in accordance with Turkish Law. The authorities to resolve any disagreements that may occur between the supplier and the purchaser during the execution of this contract are Turkey, Istanbul-Anatolian Courts and execution offices.
